EXPECTATIONS FOR STUDENT ATHLETES AND THEIR PARENTS
St. Joseph School will abide by all guidelines of the leagues in which the various teams participate.
All paperwork and/or fees must be turned in before a student can practice or play in a game.  
The students and their parents are representing St. Joseph School and should always behave in a manner that would make the school proud.

Players must remain in good academic standing throughout the sport season.  It is important to remember that players are students and academics come before all extracurricular activities.  Academic eligibility will be determined by the administration and faculty of the school and will be based on grades, class participation, effort, and conduct.

A player may be suspended or removed from the team at the discretion of the coach or school administration for reasons of misbehavior or academic ineligibility.

If a player is absent from school for any reason, they may not participate in either a game or practice on that day.

Playing time is determined from a number of categories including: league rules, practice time, sportsmanship, safety in team play, understanding of the rules, and individual skills.  Our teams our competitive, not instructional and therefore playing time is not equal for all though every effort will be made to ensure the participation of all.

The teams are for players.  Parents should be role models while watching the games.  Appropriate behavior is expected.  Parents may not interfere with coaching instructions given during either a game or practice.

Students will be issued a uniform.  They are responsible for that uniform throughout the entire season.  They are to wear the uniform appropriately to all games.  There will be no replacement uniforms given out.  All uniforms must be turned in at the end of the season.

It is the responsibility of the parents to provide transportation to/from practices and games.  Parents must be on time to pick up students.  A parent may be required to remain at practice if there has been an issue with tardiness at pick up.
